Peninsula. There are no rocks and no shallows. The racing area is almost 
unlimited. Depending on the wind direction buoys can be placed near the 
famous wooden pier, especially for spectators. It is always a great 
attraction for inhabitants and tourists.                                                   

Sailing conditions could be very variable and depend on the wind 
direction. The waves are rather small. Water is not salty. The temperature 
of the water in August is aproximetly 20 C, air temperature is aproximetly

• Competitors’ boats will stay on the beach (white, gentle sand) next 
to the club, and will be compound and guarded all the time. 

• Boats will be launched directly from the beach. Very easy and 
friendly area 15 m from the shore water it is deep enough to sail.  

• Containers will be located in the club in a special compound area.  

• It is possible to put a tent or a camping caravan in the club. 

• During the regatta there will be a boat service in the club. 

• Medical care will be provided 

• All additional events and parties will be hosted in the club. 

• Every day after sailing there will be a buffet for sailors (food and 
beverages).
